Kb5 students will need to furnish the following: NON-ROLLING book bag, (1) Box 24 Crayons, Safety Scissors (please
send “Fiskar’s” Blunt Tip Children’s Scissors), Crayola Magic Markers (Basic colors), (2) Plastic or vinyl folders for
take home papers, (1) PRIMARY journal by MEAD (Walmart), 4 large pink pencil erasers (approx. 1 in. x 2 in.), 1 dozen
pencils, 1 pack of colored pencils, 3 EXPO markers, 10 glue sticks, and 2 canisters of Clorox wipes (depending availability)
Girls —1 box gallon Zip Lock bags, and a box of forks Boys — 1 box of quart Zip Lock bags and box of spoons

K4 students will need to furnish the following: large NON-ROLLING book bag, pencil box (cigar box size), 2 pkgs.
Twistable Crayons, 4 Elmer’s glue sticks, one pair blunt tip safety scissors, 2 work folders with bottom pockets and 2 folders
with bottom pockets and brads (must be poly/plastic), 2 pump hand soaps, 2 canisters of disinfecting Clorox Brand wipes
(depending availability); 1 pack baby wipes, 1 box of Kleenex, an extra outfit that can remain at school. Boys — 1 box of
plastic forks and 1 box of gallon Zip Lock bags, Girls —1 box of plastic spoons and 1 box of quart Zip Lock bags, Plastic
Rest mat — may be covered (only for students staying all day).
